Mini Programming Assignment (100 points)
Submission: source code, a simple instruction on how to run your program, three example input files, three output files produced by your program on the three corresponding input files. Zip everything and submit to TRACS.

Note: The purpose of this programming assignment is to practice regular expressions. Students who are very familiar with regular expressions and PHP/Perl/Python may skip this assignment, receiving an automatic 90 out of 100. However, you need to talk with me to get approval one week before it is due.
FAQ: I never used regular expressions, nor PHP/Perl/Python, how can I proceed?

Answer: Learn by yourself. Use a couple of hours to read online tutorials, then go ahead with the assignment. I posted tutorial.ppt that I have used in the past. Part of it is useful for this assignment. If requested, we can arrange a time to go through it together. 

 Assignment requirement:

· Input: Each input is a *.html file, which is a downloaded webpage for a faculty member listed on
